Confounded No More
Confident Evermore…   “The Yellow Wallpaper”
We have agreed that the 1st person narrator in this story cannot be trusted.  With this in mind, we must ask ourselves: what happened at the end of Charlotte Perkins Gilman’s “The Yellow Wallpaper”?  This is a question over which literary critics across the planet have argued for more than a century.  As a critical thinker (aka “reader detective”), it is your task to answer this question confidently – which means you must make a definite decision in your mind.  

Assignment:  rewrite the end of “The Yellow Wallpaper” in 3rd person point-of-view.  Remember, a 3rd person narrator is an observer and would be able to see everything that happens in the room at the end of the story.  “The end of the story” begins with this line:  “Hurrah! This is the last day, but it is enough.” 
The Minimums: 
· Typed, double spaced
· Your name in upper-right corner

· Proper paragraph structure

· Length: as long as it takes to retell the ending you envision

· Due by FRIDAY
This is NOT an assignment where you take all the “I” pronouns and turn them into “she” pronouns.  You are RE-TELLING the end of the story as an entirely different author, but keeping the end reasonably justifiable through evidence that exists in the story.  Explain what REALLY happens.
